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Uputstva autorima

“Medijski dijalozi” je periodicni Casopis za istrazivanje medija i drustva.

Clanci dostavljeni redakciji moraju odgovarati profilu ¢asopisa, s naznakom imena i
prezimena autora i koautora, nau¢nog zvanja, mjesta rada i duznosti koju obavlja, telefona i e-
maul adrese.

Pozivamo zainteresovane autore koji Zele objavljivati svoje radove u ovom casopisu da
ih pogalju na adresu redakcije prema uputstvima koja slijede. Clanak obima ne vise od 12 strani-
ca, velicina slova 11 pt, ukljucujudi prorede s tabelama, graficima, Semama i drugim ilustracija-
ma, dostavlja se redakciji preko E-maila ozna-¢enih u impressumu, napisan u programu Micro-
soft Word, bez preloma.

Za objavljivanje rukopisa veceg obima potrebna je saglasnost glavnog urednika. Slike,
grafike i ostale priloge treba obiljeziti i dostaviti kao posebne datoteke, ili u tekstu, ali ne smiju
prelaziti format asopisa sa marginama.

Autor ¢lanka snosi odgovornost za tacnost navedenih podataka, ¢injenica, citata i drugih
informacija. Redakcija moze objaviti clanke zbog diskusije, iako se ne slaZe s glediStem autora.

Pozeljno je da rad sa prilozima bude napisan na engleskom jeziku. Fusnote treba kori-
stiti u najmanjoj mogucoj mjeri, samo za neophodna objasnjenja, uz kontinuirano numerisanje
arapskim brojevima.

Strukturu rada treba da ¢ine: naslov rada, apstrakt, kljucne rijeci, uvod, podnaslovi, za-
kljucak i literatura (spisak abecednim redom po prezimenu autora, a podaci o djelu moraju sa-
drzati i izdavaca, mjesto i godinu izdanja). Rad se moze strukturirati i na sljedeci nacin: uvod,
polazista (hipoteze), rjeSenja, diskusija, zakljucak i literatura.

Radovi poznatih autora po pozivu se ne recenziraju.

Dostavljanje rada nasoj redakciji podrazumijeva odgovornost autora da isti nije ve¢ ob-
javljen, niti je u postupku razmatranja za objavljivanje.

Redakcija zadrzava pravo da ne razmatra radove koji ne ispunjavaju uslove iz ovog
uputstva.

Autor dobija besplatan primjerak casopisa u kojem je njegov rad objavljen.
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Notes to contributors

“Media dialoques” is a periodical journal for researching media end society.

Articles submitted to the Editorial Board should cover the journal’s subject area, be sig-
ned by the author (coauthors) with forename and surname, scientific grade, affiliation and posi-
tion held, telephone and e-mail address. We kindly invite interested authors who wish to pu-
blish their work in this periodical, to forward their material to the Editorial Staff according to
the following instructions.

The article of no more than 12 pages, font size 11 pt, including line spacing, accompanied
by tables, diagrams, charts and other illustrations, may be sent to the Editorial Board by e-mail
marked in impressum, written in Microsoft Word, without making up in pages. For long article,
agreement of editor in chief is needed. Pictures, graphics and other attachments should be marked
and sent as separate file, or in text, and must not exceed the journal format with margins.

The author is responsible for ensuring the authenticity of data, facts, quota-tions and
other information. The Editorial Boards may publish articles for discussion, without necessarily
sharing the author’s views.

It is desirable that article with attachments be written on English. Footnotes should be
used as sparingly as possible, and only for the necessary explanations, with the continuous use
of Arabic numbers.

The structure of article should be: title of article, abstract, key words, introduc-tion,
subtitles, conclusion and bibliography (listed in alphabetical order of surnames of authors and
containing information on the publisher, place and year of publica-tion). Articles can also be
structured in the following way: introduction, assumptions (hypotheses), solutions, discussion,
conclusion and bibliography.

Articles of invited renowned authors will not be reviewed.

It is the authors’ responsibility to ensure that the submitted article has not been publis-
hed earlier and that it is not under consideration for publication elsewhere. Editorial staff reta-
ins the right not to inspect articles which do not fulfill the conditions from this guide.

The author receives a complementary copy of the periodical in which his article is pu-
blished.
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
